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AGM 2010 
Adelaide & Metropolitan Malayalee Associationôs 13th Annual General Meeting was held at Slovenian Community 
Hall, 11 La Salle Street, Dudley Park on 17th July 2010. The programme began with Sangeetha Sandhya, a musical 
evening organised by the SAREGAMA. The AGM started with Secretary Mr. James Veliyath presenting the minutes 
of the last AGM conducted in July 2009, which was followed by the Presidentôs annul report presented by the     
President Mr. Prem KC Panicker. He highlighted the events organised by AMMA during last one year and thanked 
all the volunteers and sponsors, who extended their support for making the community members active through out 
the year. Subsequently, Treasurerôs report was presented by Ferin Decruz. Thereafter, AMMA president made a 
presentation on the financial performance of the association over the past five years. The presentation also included 
strategies planned for the sustainable future of the association.   
 
As part of the agenda for the AGM, there were two resolutions put up to the members for consideration and         
approval. The first proposal was for allocating the family code for AMMA members. Members in principle agreed 
unanimously and delegated it to Management Committee to take appropriate decision. Second proposal was for  
revising the annual subscription fee for AMMA Members. The proposal was discussed in length. After listening to 
what the community members had to say, the proposal for increasing the annual subscription to $10.00 for singles 
and $20.00 for family was put up to voting. 103 members voted in favor of the proposal and 15 members voted 
against the proposal. There were around 12 members who did not have any opinion. Based on the majority, the 
President announced that the proposal has been passed and the new rates would be effective from 1st of July 2010.  
 
The next item in the agenda was election of new members to the vacant positions in the management committee. 
The returning officer, Mr:James Kappamankal declared that the following members were unanimously elected for 
their respective positions ï Mr. Vimaldas Kottarapat as Vice- President, Mr. Afzal Kadar as Treasurer and Dr. Sanoj 
K M as Committee member. Mrs. Sujitha Adiyeri was appointed as the internal auditor for the year 2010-2011. On 
behalf of AMMA management committee, the President thanked Mrs. Sujitha for her continued support to the      
community, despite her busy professional commitment. Finally the President thanked all the community members for 
their participation in the AGM. 

 

The event was closed with prize distribution to the winners of AMMA sports and games during the year followed by 
complimentary dinner.
