In April 1995, my husband Saju and I immigrated to Adelaide, Austra-
lia. Newly married and expecting a child, I found myself longing for the  

familiarity of home: my family, community, cuisine, language, climate, scents, 
colours, and clothing. Shortly a�er my arrival, I became acquainted with the 
Malayalee Association in Adelaide—a gathering of individuals celebrating  
cultural milestones. At that time, it wasn't o�cially registered but rather a  
collective of like-minded people sharing a Malayalee cultural heritage.  
Fondly referred to as uncles and aunties, the pioneers who had migrated earlier 
initiated this informal group in their own backyard upon arriving in Australia.

It's di�cult to articulate the emotions of displacement from one's  
homeland, but discovering a community where one feels a sense of belonging 
is profoundly comforting. For my family, the Malayalee Association, known  
as �e Adelaide Metropolitan Malayalee Association (AMMA), became that 
connection to Kerala. �e association consisted of approximately 70 to 80  
individuals who were familiar with each other, fostering a strong sense of  
camaraderie, and this became an extended family for us. Events like Onam  
and Christmas meets were eagerly anticipated occasions for everyone involved.

In the latter part of the 2000s, AMMA experienced signi�cant growth due 
to a substantial in�ux of migrants. Suddenly, I noticed that the number of unfa-
miliar faces outnumbered those I knew personally.

During my tenure as the President of AMMA, our committee aimed to re-
vive the sense of camaraderie and family that I cherished upon �rst arriving  
in Adelaide. Our vision was to recreate that feeling of being part of a large 
extended family. I'm proud to say that we succeeded in rekindling that  
emotional connection, which may have been diluted by the rapid expansion of 
our organization. Many families who had previously stopped participating in 
AMMA events returned, marking a signi�cant milestone. �at year, we saw an 
attendance of around 1200 people at our Onam Sadhya, re�ecting the renewed 
sense of community and togetherness we had fostered. �e two years were  
lots of hard work to keep the community connection going, but I think we suc-
ceeded.

I am thankful to the committee I served with, the committed volunteers, 
and the community members who worked alongside my team and me to  
bring our vision to fruition.

As the �rst female president of AMMA, I faced the dual challenge of  
proving myself to the community and setting an example for future  
generations of women. In our traditionally patriarchal culture, leadership  
roles have historically been dominated by men. Achieving gender equality in 
such roles is crucial.As we celebrate the 25th year of AMMA’s formalisation,  
I aspire for more women to step forward and take on leadership positions 
within AMMA, ensuring our community remains united and vibrant for  
generations to come.

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My induction into an Australian life had indeed been a hard one. My arrival was on a 

student visa, but on landing found that the agent had played foul by not ful�lling the terms 

and conditions he himself had agreed in advance. 

In that total uncertainty, we had to pull on somehow. Getting an accommodation was as 

strenuous as anything; moreover I was also carrying for a second time. We even had thought 

of getting the down journey tickets to our home in Kerala as the situation turned extremely 

taxing with literally no ray of hope. 

We temporarily put ourselves up at Windsor Gardens and I desperately wanted some-

how to �nd a Catholic Church in the neighborhood to go and pray. A map showed me one, 

but at a distance, at a place called Hampstead.  I decided to try the map, started walking 

from Albert Street, Windsor Garden through the road that leads to Hampstead area. As the 

road went longer I felt my feet turning unsure by pulling on with us three, myself, the child 

in the womb and the tiny baby in a pram that also acted as a support for my fatigued body 

at times. 

�e journey appeared endless, I don’t know where; my feet came to a staggering halt lest 

my frail frame might faint. My eyes on a frantic gaze all sides for some soothing sights, sud-

denly noticed that I was positioned before Uniting Church, Geenacre on the way to Hamp-

stead.  In addition to this comforting sight, my ears also were soothened by a melodious

Christian hymn that was �owing out of building. Come what may, I decided to just walk 

in. To my great surprise, the man standing at the pulpit extended at us a very welcoming 

smile and told the listeners sitting on pews that they were having some guests that day. 

Ladies from the community stood up, took us to a comfortable place o�ered us seats while 

some others kept the pram at a little distance. I was also given a hymn book and one Bible, 

and some discreet instructions as to which page  to turn to for the hymns. �ank God, 

�nally I am given a group of amiable people, and their loving company. �ere were smiles 

and willingness to help everywhere. 

As the service reached its end, someone took me from the care of the baby in the 

pram and invited me for a cuppa in a hall close by. �is was the �rst time a person  

other than me o�ering care for the baby since my landing in this unfamiliar country. 

�ere were co�ee, tea and some snacks kept ready for the community and I too was 

invited to partake of them. What was more heartening was their unalloyed love. �ey took 

care of me and the baby in all possible ways; kept us in company and enquired our where-

abouts and plans on this foreign land. My eyes brimmed with tears of gratitude, because 

it was at a point of no hope and that I found myself ensconced amidst lovable people, it 

was on the face of my utter desperation and subsequent decision to return home that my 

dreams found a chance of nurturing. 

A somehow-earned-con�dence made me share my story with the community. I had 

a chat with the lay lady preacher of the day, unbagged all my misfortunes and found 

some ease slowly dawning within. She promised to help me in whatever way possible a�er 

proper discussions with the Minister of the congregation and other members. For the 

time being we were given some loaves of bread and groceries to manage us through those 

inde�nite days. I felt like having found, though temporary, a harbor and some helping 

people. More over I could vent out a lot of my anguish, fears, anxieties and worries with a 

community whom I could trust. 

Two days later a Toyota van was found halting before the house where I had homed in 

one rented room, a person with broad and pleasing smile stepped out of the automotive, 

took a rather heavy bag out, and asked me “Are you Sophy?” I remembered, those people 

at the Church also were calling me Sophy instead of Sholy. I replied, “Yes”. �e bag had all 

sorts of necessary groceries for a home. I stood absolutely wonder-struck. He again asked 

me if he could step into my room to see my living conditions. He came in, surveyed all my 

scant belongings and �nally gave me packet of money to begin everything anew in this 

alien land. �en on, for a few weeks, one family a�er another started donating us some 

money for sheer subsistence and that really helped us structure out a life in an uncertain 

Diaspora. 

�ings began changing. My husband managed to �nd a job. We were given a comfort-

able accommodation in a house that belonged to the mother-in-law of the Minister. �e 

entire community at the Uniting Church soon became our kith and kin in that land. Ever 

since we started associating with all the activities of the Church.

Even in the years that followed we had ups and downs in life, but life had taught me 

a great lesson-seek help when it is needed. Someone will be out there to help you. Never 

think that you are alone. Never keep all your worries to yourself. We never know from 

where our Good Samaritan will step in. Anyhow there will be a Good Samaritan. And 

take it as our duty to be a Good Samaritan to someone else in all our capacity.

Backyard Cricket 
to 

Australian U16s
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Suraj Rajesh's story 

of cricketing greatness:

Maanas Divya Bejoy

22-year-old cricketing sensation Suraj Rajesh talks to 
Pravasi Magazine about his journey from backyard 

cricket through to the state level. Suraj, whose parents Rajesh 
and Sujitha hail from �alasseri and Udupi speaks with great 
eloquence regarding the role of his Indian background in 
prospering his love for the game. 

We also touch on many of his unique insights regarding 
the sport’s popularity in Australia, how the modern game is 
coached and the importance of simplicity and �tness not just 
within cricket but life in general.

Soo �rst and foremost, I’d just like to ask how you �rst entered 
the game of cricket. Was cricket always as much of a priority as 
it is now or were there other sports 
and extra curriculars you were 
involved in?Also, as a small side 
question what Is the highest level 
of cricket you’ve played in?

“I �rst entered cricket when I 
was 4 or 5 years old just through 
some small clinics scattered 
across Adelaide. As an Indian it’s 
also something you grow up with 
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I’ve just tried to put my focus 
on enjoying my cricket and 
just focus on the game’s I’m 
playing for Adelaide Cricket 
club instead of looking too 
far ahead into the future. If 
higher honours come along 
that’s great but for now 
what ma�ers to me is taking 
it, one game at a time and 
doing well at the level I’m 
currently at.

and are surrounded by. I would play cricket almost all the time when I visited In-
dia, making my cousins, uncles, aunties and grandparents throw me the ball. 

Much like the rest of the country I would also have cricket running on the tv near 
constantly. When it comes to other sporting interests, throughout my primary 
school years, I also played a bit of soccer for my school. It was when I was around 
10-11 years old that I started playing cricket for my local community club called 
Marion Cricket club and then moved on to play district cricket for Southern Dis-
tricts. 

As I got older cricket eventually became my main sport and I’ve just been playing 
the game ever since. In terms of the highest level I’ve played, I’ve I played a couple 
games for Australia U16s against Pakistan U16s and was also recently a part of a 
2nd XI’s game for South Australia.”

Are you at a stage where you’re beginning to think 
of cricket as a feasible future career pathway?

“It’s something that’s always been in the back of 
my mind, but recently I’ve just tried to put my 
focus on enjoying my cricket and just focus on 
the game’s I’m playing for Adelaide Cricket club 
instead of looking too far ahead into the future. 
If higher honours come along that’s great but for 
now what matters to me is taking it, one game at 
a time and doing well at the level I’m currently 
at.”

287 matches, 5633 runs averaging 25 with a top 
score of 157. Not to mention 72 wickets and a best 
of 4-13. Now with those stats do you see yourself 
as a batting allrounder and if so, what are your 
favoured positions and why?

“A lot of those wickets would have been from 
when I was much younger, because honestly, I 

don’t know how to ball anymore. So yeah, I’ve given up my bowling for good and 
now my main focus is just on opening the batting for Adelaide Cricket Club and 
performing to the best of my ability.”

Compared to 2017/2018 when you were averaging 10/11 wickets a season, this year 
I believe you’ve only bowled the one over against Glenelg. Do you think there’s been 
a change in how the game’s been coached and a gradual reduction in the number of 
batsmen that also bowl?

“I think that’s a tough one, you grow up both bowling and batting and then as you 
get older you naturally develop a greater skill for one over the other and I think 
that’s where people choose to either be a bowler or a batter. Injury is also a factor 
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where if you’re a really good batter, sometimes your coaches will tell you it’s not 
worth working on your bowling. Particularly if it’s not the best. However, I don’t 
think there’s any change in terms of coaching people into one skill. I think there’s 
still plenty of space for allrounders in our game.”

Who were your inspirations growing up, was it the case that you looked up towards 
fellow south Asian or Malayali crickets such as Usman Khawaja and Sanju Samson?

“I don’t think there was anyone in particular growing up. It was just always hav-
ing cricket in the background and growing up around cricket that really got me 
hooked into the game. I really can’t recall any role model in particular. Just like 
any other Indian of course I love watching Kohli bat but I really can’t name any-
one else in particular.”

What is the selection system currently in place in Australian cricket, how does one 
slowly climb the ranks from club cricket where all of us start all the way through to 
the professional game? 

“I think most district clubs will hold trials for people to attend and see if there 
good enough to play that step higher. From there, it really is all performance based 
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Cricket really is all         
performance based and if 
your scoring runs consistently, 
you’re more than likely to be 
picked for higher honours 
or to go up a grade. I think 
cricket’s a great game in that 
it’s simple, ba�ers score runs 
and bowlers take wickets. If 
you’re performing consistently 
in either department then you 
go up.

You talk about how simple cricket is, do you think maintaining a sense of  
simplicity has always been a key to your success?

“I think it’s very easy to over analyse your technique and your thoughts, es-
pecially when you have a few low scores, just over analysing, trying to �nd 
answers that aren’t there. But I think when I’ve been at my best it’s just been 
a matter of staying relaxed, keeping it very simple and trying not to look too 
far ahead. A team you genuinely enjoy playing for also makes that a lot easi-

er, when you know you’re not having to prove to 
anyone there that you belong at that level, a team 
where you feel like you’re just going out there 
and having fun with 10 other mates.”

You o�en see BBL players play at the Grade and 
District level as well, there have been players 
who’ve played for Woodville, I also think of some-
one like Cameron Valente who’s played for Port 
Adelaide. How big is the jump from facing regu-
lar grade cricketers to those who’ve had experience 
playing the next level up?

“I think with T20 now, there are many T20 com-
pletions around Australia now where people go 
and play and get their names recognised. I’ve ac-
tually played with Cam at the Adelaide cricket 
club, also Ben Manenti who plays for Italy and 
the Strikers. It was de�nitely a big step up play-
ing those guys that are professionally contracted. 
Mainly it’s that they’re most consistent with what 
they do. �ere is much less of a margin for error 
when you’re facing them in the opposition.  With 
they’re bowling they’re much less likely to give 

you a bad ball and with they’re batting any bad ball you ball is almost certain 
to go to the boundary.”

What do you think you’re most memorable performance was and why?

“It’ll de�nitely have to be my �rst 100 of this year against Northern Districts, 
mainly because it was a very low scoring game. I got a 100 o� 200 odd balls, 
batting for most of the day. �ere was a good 9th wicket stand from the oppo-
sition that took them very close to our total. So, I think that innings was de�-
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nitely the most memorable, particularly since it was my �rst A Grade 100 and 
it was a long time coming as well. �e self-belief that I could score at that level 
was always there but for It to kick into gear and actually happen was incredible. 
It was a moment where I was able to prove to myself that I was certainly good 
enough to play at that level.

Has the cricket, work and education balance been a struggle for you at any point? 
And what advice would you give to young cricketers about how to mange these 
di�erent facets of their lives?

It de�nitely was a struggle through 
high school to balance school, work 
and homework. At the time I also 
trained around 4 times a week with 
various di�erent teams. I think for 
kids growing up It really is about 
keeping organised and making the 
best use of your time, there really 
isn’t much more to it than trying to 
keep on top of your workload. Es-
pecially when you’re training that 
many times a week, it’ something 
that no one can really teach, one has 
to learn for themselves and make 
some mistakes along the way. Crick-
et is important don’t get me wrong, 
but at that stage in your life studies 
are probably more important and as 
long as you’re enjoying your cricket 
while you’re playing it, that’s what 
probably matters the most.”

Would you say studies whether it be 
University or high school should al-
ways be your �rst priority and that 
cricket should always only come sec-
ond?

“Potentially. I do think it’s possible 
to prioritise both, but what’s im-
portant is that you don’t mix them 
together. It’s mainly about having 
your time to switch o� from both. 
So, when your joining cricket train-
ing, you’re a 100% about cricket 
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I do think there’s perhaps 
less juniors coming through 
the ranks as there were 
previously. Potentially, I 
think mainly just due to 
a lack of advertisement. 
Perhaps there needs to be 
more emphasis on entry 
level cricket or grass roots 
cricket. To try and really 
get more young people into 
the game, because that’s 
how I started my journey 

training. Trying to learn, trying to get better and you’re not thinking about 
studies. Likewise, while you’re studying you shouldn’t be worrying about crick-
et.”

We o�en hear that cricket is the national sport and that the Australian cap-
tain is more important than the Prime Minister. However, in my own experience 
throughout high school I saw many more people choosing to play soccer or footy 
over cricket. Do you think the sport is declining in popularity and is there a way 
to get more young people to play the game?

“I don’t think it’s declining, but I do think there’s perhaps less juniors coming 
through the ranks as there were previously. Potentially, I think mainly just due 
to a lack of advertisement. Perhaps there needs to be more emphasis on entry 
level cricket or grass roots cricket. To try and really get more young people into 

the game, because that’s how I started my jour-
ney, just playing milo cricket or kanga cricket at 
around that primary school age. Maybe there is 
a decline as you’re saying but I really don’t think 
it’s anything too signi�cant.”

With playing cricket a high level comes the need 
for travel, I’m aware some enjoy it and others 
don’t, have you enjoyed it and what’s the best 
travel experience you’ve had with cricket?

“I would’ve travelled a lot when I was young-
er playing state cricket, de�nitely not as much 
now. �e best part of it was going away with 
your teammates and just enjoying they’re com-
pany for a week because when you’re young 
you really don’t get much opportunity to travel 
alone. In the end I think that’s the best part of 
it, just enjoying the experience and having fun 
with some mates!!”

When you talk to some who’ve played district or 
state level in India they talk of the high �tness re-
quirements, needing to hit 12 on the beep test to 
even be considered for a club. What are the �tness 
requirements like in Australian cricket?

Growing up playing community and district 
cricket here, there really isn’t a large emphasis 

on �tness.  It was only when I started playing U17s and U19s state cricket, that 
here was a bit more focus on �tness, that really introduced everyone to a gym 
or running program. 
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 From humble beginnings 
in in Adelaide’s clinics to 
the grand stages of Aus-
tralia’s U16s sides, crick-
et’s allure has remained 
steadfast throughout his 
life. Simplicity and finding 
enjoyment in the game also 
emergeas the corner stones 
of his success.

�ey did a 2km time trial, where you run 2km as fast as you can. Personally, I 
never thought they wouldn’t pick you just because you ran the run slow, but it 
was more of an assessment to see where you were �tness wise. Particularly, during 
pre-season it was an assessment of your commitment to the game, to see whether 
or not you were actually improving or the same level as you were the previous 
season.

Also, as I’ve grown up over the past few years, I’ve worked very hard on the phys-
ical side of the game as well and that’s not just for cricket but for life in general. 

Even if you’re not playing a sport, it’s important 
to keep healthy and �t. It can be as simple as 
trying to stay consistent with a few runs a week 
and keeping a regular gym schedule as well and 
that’s really helped but I think getting exposed 
to those �tness standards and tests a few years 
ago really helped build my desire to maintain 
my �tness.”

Suraj’s story at �rst glance may seem like that of 
any other young sporting aspirants within our 
community.  Being brought into the game through 
Milo cricket and local community clubs. Howev-
er, with each question a portrait of dedication 
and passion for the game emerges. 

From humble beginnings in in Adelaide’s clin-
ics to the grand stages of Australia’s U16s sides, 
cricket’s allure has remained steadfast throughout 
his life. Simplicity and �nding enjoyment in the 
game also emergeas the corner stones of his suc-
cess. A focus on taking it one ball at a time for 
his Adelaide grade side instead of thinking too far 
ahead to his state cricket prospects is where Suraj 
has found his success. 

�is too is a lesson for many youngsters, to not 
overanalyse and over criticise one’s own tech-
nique and to instead try �nd enjoyment in the 
game regardless of how high a level one is playing.�ough the club and district levels 
of the sport are dominated by south Asians, Suraj is one of only a handful of south 
Asian cricketers and perhaps the only south Australian Malayali cricketer that has 
scaled the system to reach higher honours. 

One hopes that the success he’s found in recent years paves the path for many more 
in our community to follow in his footsteps in the coming years.

The warm summer breeze blows through the meadow, the wind playing 

across the �elds of �owers, everything around me swaying in the most 

hypnotic and soothing rhythm. My back rests against the delicate wood of a se-

quoia, as my eyes soak in every second of this precious view. My hands uncon-

sciously tracing small circles in cool dark soil, searching for the warmth of her 

hands.

�e view o� this mountain. Can't compare to any other. �e world has a dif-

ferent meaning here, trees that tower over you, look as though you could walk 

over them in a single step. �e busy streets and loud buildings are silent, and the 

still blue tinted glare running along the horizon, the ocean.

�e so� clouds above stare down at me, begging for me to join them in the 

sky. If only I could.

Everything �ts so perfectly, nothing on earth can compare to this 

feeling, except for her.

�e sun won't set for another hour, and right now there's nowhere on 

earth I would rather be.

�e only thing that could make today better is if it started to rain. I 

guess this will have to do for today though.

I can only spare a few more moments in this joy, before I have to 

return to the mess of a routine I call my life.

I pick myself up, grabbing my yellow slippers as I do. Savoring these 

seconds, digging my feet into the cool damp soil beneath, and �lling my 

lungs with the sweet scents and freeing air of the mountain. I don't want 

to leave but I have to, it's what she would have wanted me to do.

A week a�er she le�, and I got back to work, this mountain re-appeared in 

my thoughts.

�en one day I decided I should come down here, what was the worst that 

could happen?

�e air of the mountain grass swept me under a wave of stillness and mem-

ories. With every step I took closer to our sequoia my heart pounded, my head 

�ushed with relief for a reason I couldn't place. Maybe i thought she would be 

waiting for me there, a stupid thought really. I know she would not be there, 

but I still hoped she would be.
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But seemingly enough, instead of her loving eyes, was a note. Carefully folded and stuck 

onto the sequoia with a pale yellow pin. ‘To my love’ written delicately in her handwriting. I 

was scared to open it.

What if it was a…

No. I couldn't think that way, I just couldn't. My hands, working against me. Removed the 

pin, catching the note in the other hand.

Taking short and shallow breaths, forcing myself to calm down. I dropped under the se-

quoia, hugging my knees.

My breath is under control now, my heart racing a little less. I begin to slowly open the folds.
